Early Registration: Friday afternoon between 4 PM and 6 PM at Disc Central. 
 
Last minute registration:  Saturday morning between 8:30 AM and 9AM at Disc Central. 
 
Disc Central:  All players meetings, registration and scoring will occur at ‘Disc Central’, 
also known as the ‘Picnic Shelter’ in Peace Hills Park. The Picnic Shelter is located at the 
south west corner of the park adjacent to the Main Parking Lot and Playground. 

 
The Venue:  The entrance and main parking lot for Peace Hills Park is located exactly 1 
mile north and 1 mile west of the landmark Water Tower.  Drive 250 yards west, past the 
entrance to the Wetaskiwin Golf and Country Club and look for the # 1 basket in the trees 
to your right. Turn right and drive 100 yards north to the entrance of the parking lot.    
Peace Hills Park is a five minute drive from historic downtown Wetaskiwin, the Reynolds 
Museum, and the Canadian Aviation Hall of Fame.  Population of the city is ~ 10,000. 



 
Good camping is available, preferably at the Lions Club RV Park 2 miles directly east of 
Peace Hills Park, or the newer and quieter Prairie Winds RV Park on the south side of the 
city.
