Early Registration:  Friday evening July 30 from 6PM - 8PM at 'Disc Central’ next to     
            the Last Chance Saloon in Wayne. 
 

Final Registration:  Saturday morning July 31 from 8 AM to 9 AM also at 'Disc   
            Central’ next to the Last Chance Saloon in Wayne. 
 
Disc Central:  All players meetings, registration and scoring will occur at ‘Disc Central’. 

 
The Venue:  The Badlands Disc Golf course is located directly east of the historic Rose 
Deer Hotel in Wayne Alberta. From Drumheller drive east 6 km to Rosedale, then turn 
south on the 10X and follow the signs to Wayne.   
 

The Course:  18 metal tones are installed permanently on the rugged landscape of the 
Badlands Disc Golf course.  All 18 tee-boxes are marked with large rocks and are 
numbered and flagged.   
 
Hiking boots or shoes with an aggressive tread are highly recommended as the circuit will 
involve a good deal of climbing and descending.  There are no trees on the course, but 
cactus is plentiful and should be avoided if at all possible.   
 
Other hazards on the course include cliffs, ravines, wind, out of bounds areas and 
sinkholes which are marked with flags. 
 
Do not attempt to play this course if it has rained or the course is wet as bentonite clay is 
extremely slimy. 
 
Par for the course (18 tones and 1 basket) during the 2010 Lost Egg will be set at 57. 
 
 

Accomodation: Drumheller is a major tourist destination in Alberta and there are many 
options available for both camping and hotels and motels in the adjacent Red Deer river 
valley.  The prefered camping location for the Lost Egg is the site adjacent to the Last 
Chance Saloon.  Contact Fred Dayman at lastchancesaloon@hotmail.com .   There are 
also a limited (ie: 6) rooms in the hotel, which are usually booked very early for this event.
